The key used for the status in Sri Lanka is as follows.

C = Common R = Resident
U = Uncommon M= Migrant
S = Scarce E = Endemic
H = Highly as in Highly Scarce V = Vagrant
(Very Scarce is not used as V is already used to denote vagrant)

As can be seen from the table above, an indication of abundance on the
left column combines with an indication of status on the right hand
column, to indicate the overall status of a species.

Thus HSR means Highly Scarce Resident, CR means Common Resident
and so on.
